How to Write and Artist Statement

prompt, consider the ideas below. We recommend responding to one or two prompts that
resonate with you.

Prompts:

What infoermation about your creative process or artmaking would you like to share?
Why do you choose to make art?

What details would you like to share about the pieces you are submitting?

What was the process of creating the artwork like for you?

How did you make your artistic choices? (For example, how did you choose your colors,
why did you choose a certain styla?)

What do you hope others will understand from locking at your piece?
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
